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Trimming Foals 
Mark Holifield 

 

One of the most important and overlooked parts of horse 
maintenance is trimming foals. Now more than ever with the 
economy in a bad state, very few colts being born, it is 
important for colts to be trimmed. 
First of all the colt owner is going to have to get the colt where 
it can be handled where it can be trimmed, which means at 
least semi halter broke. By all rights in fairness to the future 
adult horse this should happen no matter what.  When it comes 
time to break this horse if he or she has been handled, the 
training process will be accelerated considerably. And in 
fairness to the trainer and more so the farrier, less mental and 
physical stress to all that is concerned.  
There are several limb abnormalities that can be helped and 
some even totally corrected by trimming a colt at an early age 
and continue to trim the colt every two, four, six or eight weeks 
as needed to achieve the goal that is wanted . A colts bones 
can be manipulated up to about the age of nine months, at that 
point the colts bones start to harden more and is virtually 
impossible to change. Some limb abnormalities may require 
the assistance of a veterinarian and in some severe cases 
surgery.   
At the first International Hoof Care Summit sponsored by the 
American Farriers Journal six years ago, the farrier giving the 
presentation on foal trimming, made his living trimming foals 
and yearling Thorobreds in Florida. He spoke about the 
alarming rate of growth these horses had and some, to keep 
going in the correct direction, trimmed every two weeks. Most 
of our colts don't tend to grow this fast but I have seen a few 
that did grow fairly quick.  
If caught in time, a colt starting to get an under run heel, club 
foot, toed in or out, can in a lot of cases be slowed down and in 
some cases completely corrected with proper trimming. Some 
cases may even require corrective shoeing and extreme 
cases, surgery.  
If a colt goes till he or she is broke before their feet are even 
thought of, and has a problem that might hamper or 
conciderably slow down the training of the colt, and in some 
cases some extensive corrective shoeing which most of the 
time are not cheap, and large Vet. Bills to keep it sound and 
pain free. And possibly even in severe cases never be able to 
be ridden.  
So the next colt that is born on your place, at least think about 
giving your colt the best opportunity to be the best it can be, 
and if something goes wrong latter down the road and you 
didn't have your colts trimmed, don't blame the trainer, Vet or 
farrier, and look in the mirror.

The new UFTHA Trail Ride Awards Program 

 
UFTHA members, the Board of Directors of the UFTHA 
have approved a new trail ride program that will 
award UFTHA trail riders for the number of rides and the 
number of hours ridden during the year.  We are working 
on a "Lifetime Trail Awards Program" but have not 
finalized everything.  Here are the particulars for UFTHA 
Trail Rider of the Year awards - 
  
First we are establishing the UFTHA " Trail Rider of the 
Year" award to recognize the trail rider who does the 
most to support the trail riding program of the 
UFTHA. Elegibility is simple, you have to be member of 
the UFTHA, you have to register to be in the program so 
we can track your activity, and you have to be willing 
to file your hours with the trail committee on a regular 
basis. 
  
To determine this award we are instituting a points 
system that will be easy to follow and easy to track.  A 
registered trail rider (you can register at any time, but 
must be registered to get points) receives points in the 
following manner -  
  
20 points - Host a scheduled UFTHA points ride. 
Scheduled rides are those approved by the Trail Ride 
Committee posted on our points ride calendar. This 
calendar will be in place by May so  we can all plan our 
rides.  We plan on one points ride in each of the months 
of May through August and two in the months of Sept 
and Oct. That will allow us eight rides for points. 
  
10 points - Attend and ride a UFTHA points ride.  Ride 
hosts will fill out an attendees sheet for the trail 
committee. 
  
15 points - Presenting a trail ride skills demo or clinic.  
These will be approved by the committee for content and 
appropriateness. We need these events to improve our 
trail riding skills and will host them at rides and at other 
venues. If you can provide such an event please contact 
the committee.  
  
5 points - Attending a trail ride skills clinic or demo held 
in conjunction with a scheduled points ride.  The clinician 
or trail ride host will fill out an attendee sheet for the 
committee.
